Rights of Way Act imposed a deadline of 2026 far th
recording of all historic rights of way onto thefidéive
maps (which are the legal record of all public tigbf
way) including those which can be used by horsersid

The Government funded a project to assist with the
research of this historic routes (The DiscoveringtL
Ways Project). This project has now been stopped a
has not added one single new route onto the map.
However, the deadline of 2026 remains.

This now means that organisations such as ThesBriti
Horse Society, Ramblers etc and their associated
volunteers only have 18 years to find all of thetes
which have historically been used by walkers andéo
riders. Once this deadline has passed, thesestoute
which may have existed for hundreds of years buéha
not been legally recorded, will be lost to us fanev

18 years sounds like an awfully long time but bediene
it's not. Discovering lost rights of way is a time
consuming and lengthy process and now that theve is
Government funding or personnel behind the project
are concerned for the long term future expansioouof
rights of way network.

To this end can you please access the link belahadd
your signature to the Petition which has been géiyu
the Ramblers' Association calling for the Governtien
remove the deadline of 2026.

Newnham Park occupies a beautiful oak wooded valley at the heart of a 1550 acre country estate, which nestles
between the city of Plymouth and the foothills of the Dartmoor National Park in Devon. The camping field is
lovely with lots of space and grass (only grazed by sheep). Itis a very easy venue to get to, just a 10 minute
easy drive off the A38.

The level 2 and 3 routes will include open moorland riding. The level 1 will be bridleways, fields and forestry.
All classes at this event will be run on one day. This will mean an early start on the POR (approx 7.30am) for
the Level 3 riders! For the assisted classes, only the rider pays the entry fee.

There will be a special prize of a £20 voucher, kindly donated by the equestrian shop Tom Willcocks of
Plympton (www.tomwillcocks.co.uk) to the highest scoring Pony Club member.

CLASSES: please state clearly which class you inten  d to enter on entry form

CLASS 1.

1.Competition open to all horses and ponies, except stallions, providing they are a minimum
of four years old (born in 2004 or earlier)

2. Riders any age but no lead rein competitors.

3. Riders must wear a hard hat that meets the current standards recommended by the BHS
(PASO015, EN1384 or ATSM F 1163, and bearing the kite mark or SEI)

4. Riders may choose to wear a body protector.
5. Riders must wear suitable footwear — no muckers

6. Standing martingales and other fixed reins are forbidden. If a running martingale is used
the horse must be led from a headcollar and leadrope for led PTV obstacles.

7. Whips must not exceed 75cm. Spurs, if worn, must be rounded, not exceed 3.5cm and
pointing downwards.

8. The decisions of the officials and Judges are final and must b complied with at all times.
Competitors may be eliminated from the competition for any of the following reasons:
Excessive use of the whip Abusive language
Dangerous riding Uncorrected error of course (PTV)

Competitors Code Of Conduct

It is not possible to draw up an exhaustive list of 'rules’,

All participants must keep in mind the true 'spirit of the sport' - to demonstrate the
abilities and techniques to successfully navigate through unknown countryside, safely
and with respect and responsibility to all.

Competitors should treat all fellow competitors, judges, officials and members of the
public as they would wish to be treated themselves.

Competitors should remember that they are an ambassador for the sport of TREC, the
BHS and the wider use of Equestrianism in the countryside.

Respect for other users of the countryside is most important.

Judges & Officials instructions should be followed at all times.

Respect Judges and Officials decisions - competitors should make themselves aware
of the correct procedures to follow if they wish to question any Judges / Officials
decisions.

Competitors must accept that in the event of a dispute, that the decision of the Ground
Jury is final.

Competitors should remember that the welfare of the horse is paramount, throughout
the duration of the competition.

Competitors should be aware of the correct presentation methods / requirements, for
all phases of competition, as detailed in the current rules.

Follow the Countryside Code,

Ensure due attention is paid to the specific rules of particular venues.

Please remember! Competitions would not happen without the generous giving of time from
the judges and helpers - please smile and thank them for their effort!

The competition:- is run in two parts. First is the Control of Paces (CP). When it is your turn
you will canter as slowly as possible along a measured track (minimum 50 m) and then you
will walk the same distance this time as fast as you can. You then go straight on to the PTV
There will be 10 obstacles designed to simulate things you might meet out hacking. These
are designed to test riding skills and the obedience of the horse. All obstacles are optional
and jumps will not exceed 2 feet. There will be a time limit on this section.

Don’t hibernate this winter — join the fun!



Schedule for all Dates

Class A OPEN

Class B NOVICE (restricted to combinations who have not completed more than one affiliated BHS
TREC)

Class C TREC TOP SCORE WITH JOKER

You have 3 minutes in which to accumulate as many points as you possibly can. Points will
be scored in the normal way according to the rules of TREC. The immobility is worth double
points. Pick and choose your obstacles/course to suit your horse/pony. All obstacles must be
attempted once before being used again. Riding and leading an obstacle count as separate
obstacles. The combination with the highest points wins!

(If you enter the Top Score class you will ride your round immediately upon completion of
your Kelly Marks round.)

Class D Training POR RIDE
Entries close 1 week before the event. Late entries only accepted if room.

Times and directions will be posted on the website on the Wednesday before the competition
— for those without computer access please enclose an SAE with your entry.
